Hello, my name is Christy Monteith and I want to share with you my love for Africa.  I recently spoke at the FWAHU meeting this month and shared with the group what is happening in Mombasa Kenya East Africa.

Pastor Nzaro of Mbewau Church and Academy has a vision for his village. Two years ago, they only had one small classroom with 30 children and now they have a three classroom building with about 130 children. Most of them do not have any shoes.

My church has also been able to help this village dig a well so that the ladies do not have to walk two miles one way to get clean drinking water for their families.    The last project we just completed was the feeding center for the children.  The first year we were there visiting this village, the children would go home for lunch and we weren’t sure if they were actually getting fed anything for lunch or not.  Now, the children eat right there at the school.  It’s wonderful to see these children getting two good meals a day through the church and academy.  

My church is planning another trip in June of 2011 and again, I plan on being a part of this great ministry. The Texas Legislature has begun confronting the health care insurance reform bill as two key senate committees held a joint hearing on March 31st to discuss the bill’s implementation in Texas.   We recommend that anyone who has the slightest bit of interest in this bill take the 3 hours, 31 minutes and 54 seconds to watch the complete hearing. It will acquaint you with the incredible financial issues that the Legislature faces. As a taxpayer, that alone should interest you. What you will hear is warranted as being accurate only as of the time and day of the hearing. By the time you see this, it may have changed. 


In addition to the long view on what it will cost Texas, there is as much detail as is available about how insurance will be changed and affected.   (Same warranty here.) 


The presentations were given by Thomas Suehs, Executive Commissioner of Health and Human Services Commission; and Mike Geeslin, Commissioner of Insurance, and Dianne Longley, Director of Research and Analysis for TDI.
